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Curbside Garbage vs Compost 2010-2011
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To reduce wildlife conflicts, garbage, compost and recycling must ONLY be set out on the morning of collection day, but before 8:00 a.m.
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No bag, bin or bundle may weigh more than 20 kg each.
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Remember to never set out your Rot Pot until the morning of your scheduled collection day to avoid luring bears into your backyard!
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Please do not drop off materials other than those specified for the various organizations.

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Many materials that are not suitable for curbside collection, be it on regular pickup days or during
spring cleanup week, can still be recycled.
