Subject: Community Amenity Contributions

Recommendation
1. That Council provide direction to finalize the community amenities project list;

2. That the current community amenity contribution rate of $2,680.00/unit be increased by 5%,
applicable to all rezoning applications received on or after March 31, 2011; and,

3. That a strategy for phasing-in the full community amenity contribution rate be deferred until after
the draft community amenity project list is finalized and public consultation is conducted.

Background

At the February 10, 2010, meeting of the Administration and Finance Committee, council approved an
interim community amenity contribution rate of $2,680.00/unit, applicable to all rezoning applications
received on or after May 1, 2010. This rate was based on 40% of the full contribution rate of $6,700/unit
at that time, which was based on an older version of the District's growth projections. When updated
growth projections that reflect the economic downturn were incorporated into the calculations, the full
contribution rate increased to $12,700/unit.

For reference and continuity purposes the minutes from our last community amenity meeting held on
September 15, 2010, are attached. Staff have addressed the follow-up items from the minutes in this
report and the other related reports on the agenda.

Community Amenities Project List

The revised draft community amenity project list is attached (see Appendix “A”). The revised draft list
incorporates the recommendations that were related to specific changes to the project list at the
September 15, 2010, Administration and Finance Committee meeting (resolutions # AF 10/50, AF 10/51,
AF 10/58). However, a number of other recommendations from that meeting require further consideration
in order to finalize the draft project list, and a discussion of those items follows.

‘RECOMMENDED: That the expansion of the RCMP building not be removed from the current
community amenity project listing and that after Council meets with Cornerstone, Council should,
in consultation with staff, consider whether a new percentage attributable to future growth for the
RCMP building needs to be determined.”
